Dust: Select few popular well made types sold well at easier rates of Tk 3/5. Others were down by Tk 5/8 and occasionally more with some withdrawals. CD’s were a fairly strong market and often gained in value.
Comment: Market declined further this week and there were considerable withdrawals. Blenders were apparently selective and operated mostly on the few well made good liquoring sorts on offer. Loose Tea Traders supported a limited weight of the cheaper varieties.
