TEA MARKET REPORT – Sale 07 held on Tuesday 18th June, 2019 

CTC LEAF: 42,809  packages of Current Season and 83 packages of Old Season Teas (including 2 packages Orthodox) on offer met with a little more demand but at irregular rates. 
BROKENS: Improved invoices were strongly competed for and mostly advanced in price. Medium types were well supported at around last levels. Plainer quality teas met with less interest and where sold declined by Tk.10/- and more. Poorest varieties were mostly neglected and where sold declined by Tk.15/- and more with heavy withdrawals. 
FANNINGS: A fair weight of bright liquoring types met with a strong demand and were a dearer market. Medium types were also fairly well supported but declined by Tk.5/- and more. There were quite a few withdrawals in this category. Plain varieties were mostly neglected and there were heavy withdrawals in this category. 
CTC DUST: 8,619  packages of Current Season Teas on offer met with a good demand. Select few best liquoring teas met with a good competition and sold at dearer rates. Other good liquoring and Medium varieties also sold well at around last levels. Plain and BLF categories were easier by Tk.5/- to 7/- with quite fair withdrawals. 
COMMENTS:  More  teas were offered in this week’s sale which comprised of some improved liquoring invoices. There was strong competition for the bright liquoring varieties but plainer types met with less interest whereby a heavy weight of such varieties were withdrawn. Blenders lent good support this week but Loose tea buyers were less active. 
BLF teas continued to meet with a restricted enquiry.
