TEA MARKET REPORT – Sale 11 held on Tuesday, 16th July, 2019 

CTC LEAF: 57,717  packages of Current Season and 1042 packages of Old Season teas on offer met with an improved demand.  
BROKENS: All Brokens met with a better demand and sold at around last rates. Better liquoring types tended slightly dearer. However, plain varieties met with a selective demand and prices were lower. BLF varieties were neglected and were mostly withdrawn. 
FANNINGS: There was a fairly strong demand for good liquoring varieties which were fairly firm to a touch dearer particularly the improved Invoices. Medium types were well supported at around last rates. Plain types met with some demand and were easier. BLF varieties were again difficult of sale and there were heavy withdrawals. 
CTC DUST: 11,069  packages of Current Season & 20 packages of Old Season Teas on offer met with a fairly good demand. Good liquoring teas met with better market and sold at around last levels. The remainder  was easier by Tk.3/- to Tk.5/-. Plainer and BLF teas were, once again less in demand and witnessed heavy withdrawals. Blenders lent good support with fair interest from the Loose tea buyers. 
COMMENTS: The offering was the largest so far this season. Buyers showed more interest particularly for the better teas which were often dearer. Blenders were the mainstay of the market whilst there was fair interest from the Loose tea buyers. BLF teas proved difficult of sale and once again were withdrawn mostly without  bids. 
Dusts were slightly easier market.
