TEA MARKET REPORT – Sale 15 held on Tuesday 20th August, 2019

CTC LEAF: 63,393 packages of Current Season and & 1573 packages of Old Season Teas on offer met with a strong demand. 
BROKENS: Well made Brokens were well competed for and were mostly dearer by Tk.2/- to Tk.3/- and sometimes more. Medium Brokens were mostly firm. Plainer varieties saw a better demand at last levels. There was more absorption of these types at firm rates. Poor types elicited a little enquiry and there were heavy withdrawals. 
FANNINGS: Good liquoring Fannings were a strong feature and were mostly fully firm to slightly dearer following competition particularly the improved invoices. Mediums were fully firm to a touch dearer. Plain types witnessed a fairly good demand and were about steady but there were some withdrawals. Poor varieties met with only a limited enquiry and there were heavy withdrawals. 
CTC DUST: 10,965 packages of Current Season Teas on offer met with quite a good demand. Best and good liquoring Dusts met with good competition and were dearer by Tk.5/- to Tk.7/-. Medium Dusts were fully firm. Plainer and BLF varieties were around last levels. Blenders lent strong support with only some interest from the Loose tea buyers. 
COMMENTS:  This sale took place after an interval of two weeks owing to Eid-ul-Azha holidays which witnessed a strong demand from all sections of the market. The offering was the largest so far this season (75,931 pkgs i.e 4,162,369 kgs) where most teas sold at firm to dearer levels. Blenders lent strong support with more interest from the Loose tea buyers. As a result, more teas were sold this week. 

Dusts were a dearer market.
