TEA MARKET REPORT – Sale 16 held on Monday 26th August, 2019

CTC LEAF: 41,839  packages of Current Season and 651 packages of Old Season Teas on offer met with less demand at progressively easier rates. 
BROKENS: Well made Brokens met with a fair demand but eased by upto Tk.5/- and more particularly towards the end. There were also several withdrawals. Medium Brokens met with less demand and prices declined by Tk.5/- to Tk.7/- with a fair withdrawals. Plain types saw a further decline in price. Poor types were mostly withdrawn without bids and where sold declined by upto Tk.10/-. 
FANNINGS: Good liquoring Fannings initially met with a fairly good demand at slightly easier rates but with the progress of sale, demand slackened and rates generally fell by upto Tk.7/- and more. Medium varieties met with a similar trend. Plain types were in less demand and were progressively lower with fair withdrawals. 

CTC DUST: 7,896 packages of Current Season Teas on offer met with a fairly good demand. Clean well made good liquoring Dusts sold well at at around last levels. The remainder was irregularly easier. plain and BLF categories were also easier by Tk.3/- to Tk.5/- and witnessed fair withdrawals. Blenders lent strong support with fair interest from the Loose tea buyers. 
COMMENTS:  This sale took place in Srimangal where a smaller weight of tea (50,386 pkgs i.e. 2,759,938 kgs) was offered. Buyers initially showed a fair interest in coloury bright teas which were about steady but as the sale progressed, prices declined often by upto Tk.10/-. There was fair enquiry from the Blenders but there was much less support from the Loose tea buyers. Withdrawals were heavier in this sale along with a decline in price.  
Good liquoring Dusts were a strong feature of the sale.

Brighter liquoring Assams were firm to at times dearer. Other varieties were steady. The small weight of Dooars was around last levels. M/s Tata Global Beverages was active on good and medium Assams as well as plainest Dooars in the leaf sale. They were active on brighter liquoring Dusts. M/s Hindustan Unilever showed fair interest on good liquoring Assams in the leaf sale and was more active in this category in the Dust market. There was reduced Export interest this week, especially on Fannings. Western India segments were active on brighter liquoring descriptions. Regional packeteers operated on a cross-section of the offerings whilst local traders operated on the Dooars and other clean, well-made varieties.
