TEA MARKET REPORT – Sale 17 held on Tuesday 3rd September, 2019

CTC LEAF: 69,722  packages of Current Season and 25 packages of Old Season Teas on offer  met with a strong demand at progressively dearer rates. 
BROKENS: Well made Brokens met with a strong demand and prices advanced with the progress of sale. Most teas appreciated by Tk.5/- to Tk.10/-. Medium Brokens were similarly dearer. Plain teas saw an improved demand and prices were about firm. Poor types sold well at about steady rates. There were less withdrawals. 

FANNINGS: Well made bright Fannings were a strong feature and advanced by Tk.4/- to Tk.7/-. Mediums were dearer by Tk.2/- to Tk.4/-. Plain types were firm. Poorest saw a fair demand and there were less withdrawals. 
CTC DUST:  10,726 packages of Current Season Teas on offer met with a strong demand at dearer rates. Best and good liquoring teas met with good competition and advanced by Tk.10/- to Tk.15. Medium varieties were also fully firm to slightly dearer. Plain and BLF teas met with improved demand and prices were Tk.10/- to Tk.12/- higher than last sale with less withdrawals. Blenders lent strong support with fair interest from the Loose tea buyers. 
COMMENTS: This sale was the largest comprising (80,473 pkgs i.e 4,413,229 kgs). Buyers, although a little hesitant in the beginning, were strongly competing as the sale progressed and prices moved up by a fair margin. Blenders were more active and there was also fair interest from the Loose tea buyers. As a result, prices moved up. 
Good liquoring Dusts once again were a strong feature of the sale.
