CTC  LEAF: Well made Brokens with brighter cups were well sought after and sold between 
Tk.230/- and Tk.270/-.Below best sold between Tk.220/- and Tk.200/-. Mediums met with fairly 
good demand but prices eased by Tk.20/- and more and there were fair withdrawals. Plainer types 
saw irregularly lower market and where sold took a fair discount. 
 

Fannings categories with brighter cups met with strong demand and these types sold between 
Tk.230/- to Tk.250/- per kilo. Below best types sold between Tk.220/ to Tk.230/-.Mediums met 
with good interest and sold well while plainer types were irregularly a lower market with fair 
withdrawals.
