Quality:  Generally little plain. 
 
Demand: Fair demand at easier rates.  
 
Buyers:  Blenders as well as the Loose Tea Traders were less forceful than last. 
 
LEAF-CTC:   
 

Brokens: Select few better liquoring types met with a fair demand and sold at rates Tk. 5/7 easier 
than last. Others met with only a limited interest at similarly easier rates. Plainer types were mostly 
neglected.  
 
Fannings: A limited weight of brighter liquoring types offered were readily absorbed at generally 
easier rates of Tk. 5/7. Rests met with less demand at discounted rates with fair withdrawals. 
Plainer types mostly remained unsold owing to lack of interest . 
 
Bought-Leaf Teas:  Met with less interest and mostly sold at between Tk. 95/110. Select few 
brighter types fetched upto Tk. 130/=.

Dust: Clean good liquoring types met with a fairly good demand and sold at firm to little easier 
rates. Rests met with selective interest and were generally easier. Plainer types were neglected. 
Cleaner CD’s were a good market. 
 
Comment: Market was apparently weaker this week as major buyers operated on reduced 
strength. Prices declined further and withdrawals were substantial. Plain and the re-printed teas 
were difficult of sale.
