                                                    The Acidity of Tea Soil  

Whatever the explanation, it would appear that tea will occasionally thrive in a soil which is not markedly acid, although in opening up new areas such soils should be regarded with suspicion. On the other hand, if the PH value is about 5.4 no worry on the score of acidity need be felt. In some estates, weak patches of tea are traceable to the burning of heavy timber and such areas are usually found to be under-acid. Old village and house sites are infertile for tea, a fact well known in India, Cylon and Africa, and attempts to make them fertile usually fail. The addition of sulphur, cattle manure and green crops in reasonable quantities do not enable these patches to carry good tea. Analysis shows such places to be under-acid and rich is phosphates. Before leaving the subject of soil acidity some mention may bemade of the presence of the element calcium in the soil and its function in plant life. Calcium is usally spoken of in agriculture as lime and this term denotes the oxide CAO, Qucklime. Calciium is essential to all plants.
