TEA MARKET REPORT – Sale 34 held on Monday 30
th 

December, 2024   

 
CTC LEAF: 60,277 packages of tea on offer once again 

met with a fair demand.  

BROKENS: Good liquoring Brokens met with a fairly 

good demand and were generally firm to slightly easier in 

line with quality. Medium and plainer varieties met with 

only a fair demand and were an easier market with more 

withdrawals. BLF teas met with a little less demand at 

around last levels with more withdrawals.  

FANNINGS: Good liquoring Fannings met with a fairly 
good market demand and were firm to slightly easier in line 

with quality. Medium and plainer varieties met with a little 

less demand and were easier in line with quality. BLF teas 

met with a little less demand at around last levels with more 

withdrawals. 

DUST: 12,638 packages of tea on offer met with a fair 

demand with some withdrawals. Good liquoring Dusts sold 

well at easier rates. Mediums met with fair  demand and sold at 

a drop of Tk.5/- to Tk.10/- closely following quality. Plain/BLF 

Dusts were an easier market with more withdrawals than last. 

Blenders lent good support whilst Loose tea buyers were 

selective.  

COMMENTS: Offerings continued to show a further decline 

in quality. Blenders once again lent fairly good support 
particularly for the few good liquoring varieties on offer. Loose 

tea buyers were virtually absent. As a result, withdrawals were 

higher this week.

DEMAND: - Good Demand. MARKET: - The total CTC leaf teas sold this week was 82.70% (1067106.12kgs) of the total offering of 

1290330.48Kgs. Very limited invoices of larger Broken in the best category were offered and sold at barely steady prices. Other 

grades in this category continue to sell firm to dearer following quality. Good teas at the lower end for larger and medium Broken saw 

a decline in prices whilst at the top end select few invoices fetched prices firm to dearer on quality. Smaller Broken and Fanning sold 

steady to easier. Remaining categories of teas saw prices irregularly around last level to easier by up to rs 2 to 3.BUYING 

PATTERN:- The major Blenders absorbed 59.66% of the total CTC leaf sold. Exporters continued to be active on their purchases 
especially on the larger broken. Regional and local packeteers operated selectively on the best & good teas. Up country buyers and 

local traders were rather subdued this week.
